New Beginnings Family Academy, a K-8 public charter school in Bridgeport, CT, is impacting the education of students in Bridgeport, preparing them for success in high school, college, and beyond. Students are admitted through a blind lottery each spring and demand for enrollment is high. NBFA’s ultimate goal is to close the academic achievement gap between urban students and their affluent, suburban peers in public schools across the state.
